Assignment Description

[image: image1.wmf]You have just been given the opportunity to become the road manager for a  band/artist that wants to perform in Canada.   You are responsible for planning their first concert tour at various venues/concert halls across the country.  You have decided that your group must visit five locations across Canada.  You will need to choose one city (except for Central Canada where you will visit 2 cities) from each of the following regions of Canada: Eastern Canada (NS, NB, NFLD, PEI); Central Canada (QB, ON); Prairies (MN, SK, AB); Western/Northern Canada (BC or a city in the territories). For Central Canada, the Golden Horseshoe (cities around southwestern end of Lake Ontario are not an option for this project).

It will be your job as manager to complete all of the following tasks.

[image: image2.wmf]Part 1:  The Concert Tour – As manager you will first have to choose five cities in Canada where you will plan your concert stops. 

a. For each city, research a venue (indoors or outdoors) suitable to hold a concert for your band.  Fill out the Venue Organizer sheet which requires you to have a picture of each venue.  (For an extra two bonus marks, you can record a Google Earth visual tour of your 5 city tour and embed this into your PowerPoint – see the instructions)
b. Create a GIS map of your cross Canada tour.  See the directions for creating a “Cross-Canada GIS Tour Map.”
c.  Fill in the Concert Tour City Backgrounder sheet provided. Use the maps in your notes/textbook to fill in the information. 
d. Cool City Facts - For each city on your tour, find 3 interesting cool facts.  Use the organizer provided for you in your class folder. 

e. Collect climograph data for two different cities on the tour from two different regions in Canada using the following website:

http://www.climate.weatheroffice.ec.gc.ca/climate_normals/index_e.html.  

· Fill in the climograph data sheet and then make a climograph for the two cities using Excel.  
· Then fill in the climograph organizer sheet for each station. 

· Then write a one paragraph comparison of the climate of the two cities.  In your paragraph, include three major differences between the climate stations.  Also tie in the climatic factors (LOWERN)  that are responsible for the differences in climate. Use chapter 12 in your text as a reference.
[image: image3.wmf]Part 2:  Out and About With The Band    While in each city you must see at least one physical attraction of the city or surrounding area (i.e. Niagara Falls) and a human attraction (i.e. CN Tower) of the city or surrounding area.  In your own words, explain why you chose each of these attractions. Also note any costs of the attraction in your description. Your attraction descriptions should be between 3-5 sentences.  Be sure to include a graphic that relates to each attraction. 

Part 3:  Promotion Materials – 

a. You must create a catchy promotional 1 minute PODCAST (in .MP3 format) that includes the band name, the concert dates, the concert locations and also reflect the different areas of the country that the tour will be visiting.  Be sure to include the name of the tour in your PODCAST.  You can save your PODCAST into your hand in folder.   You may also burn your MP3 format PODCAST on a CD for submission.  
b. BONUS????? For a bonus assignment you can create a t-shirt design for your concert tour.  The bonus marks (up to 5 marks) are subject to the quality of the design. 

Part 4 – Resource List - For each of the parts of the summative project that require you to do research for the project, you must embed the website on the slide with the information that you gathered from that source.  Please see the PowerPoint example.  
	SPECS – Helpful Hints

	· Remember: This project is worth 15% of your final grade.

· Use your time in the computer lab wisely.

· All information must be typed into PowerPoint. 
· The summative must be submitted as a PowerPoint.  Any work submitted in hard-copy/paper format (other than Bonus material) will not be not be accepted.
· Make sure your PowerPoint and all features work using a school computer before it is submitted for evaluation) 
· I have provided an example of a PowerPoint (PDF) so that you can see the general set-up of the PowerPoint.  
· The total number of slides on your PowerPoint is totally up to you – there is no limit! (ie) don’t try and cram too much information on one slide.
· Organize the assignment/PowerPoint in order of the tasks as they appear in the directions/checklist. 
· Include a title page PowerPoint slide (name of project, band, picture of band, teacher, school) year), as well as a table of contents PowerPoint slide for your project. 
· Finally, include the completed checklist as the final slide on your Powerpoint slide show denoting that you have completed all of the tasks for the summative. 
· A rubric will be provided as to how the summative is evaluated.
